Parallel Introduction

The Parallel is the foundational part for The Gospel Chronicle; it is the beginning of the work,

Without its defined structure the Narrative and Redaction volumes would not exist. It is through the

parallel that the revelation of a chronological gospel was first explored. Its origin is rooted in a study

started many years ago to better understand the correlation between the separate gospel records of

Matthew, Mark Luke and John. This study was intended to last a few weeks to a few months at most but

quickly stretched into a year. Soon after that, the time boundaries for this study blurred. Finally it

ballooned into a nineteen-year project that is only now being finalized in 2017. Approximately fifteen

of those years have been dedicated to the collation of the Parallel portion alone. While a long time, it

has resulted in manifold treasures that have transformed my personal understanding of the Gospels.

One of those transformations being a realization that the Synoptic Gospel theory paired with two

millennia of gospel harmonization’s, is deeply skewing our perception of the four gospels and stealing

from us their chronological harmony.

The Parallel’s examination of the gospels starts by asking if harmonization is even necessary.

All extant gospel harmonies start with the premise of comparing the similarities found between each

gospel, which consistently results in a subjective rearrangement of the source gospels. On the surface

this approach seems valid, but it assumes that there is not a preexisting order linking the various

gospel events. The existence of a sequential timeline within the gospels is largely dismissed as

implausible. It is my belief that this is entertained because the Synoptic Gospel theory tells us we

should be looking for similarities of events rather than progression of events. Thus, every attempt to

harmonize the gospels examined during this study, dating back to Tatian’s Diatesseron of 160 A.D.

have subsequently focused on comparison rather than chronology, and missed a pure chronological

order that is present within our four narrative gospels. The Diatesseron being the oldest of all gospel

harmonies, has the least rearrangement and should be considered a respectful attempt to construct a

singular timeline, but alteration is still present, when it does not need to be. All subsequent gospel

harmonies have done likewise, but compounding the unnecessary rearrangement while only shifting

how the rearrangements are paired together. The result has been to view the gospels as a series of

randomly ordered stories that need to be realigned to achieve coralation of similar sounding events.

The result is a trade up of one harmony for another, or of chronology for the counterfeit of comparison.

While similarities do clearly exist, The Gospel Chronicle does not focus on similarities of

events, but rather the order of events that are present. If the similarities naturally line up, then great!

But if not, such similar events are viewed as different events occurring at different times. The order of

events is derived from internal gospel references to Hebrew feast days, geographical locations,

estimated travel times, and literary progressions like “Thus”, “Therefore” or “After these things”,

which tell the reader plainly the natural order of events as the writers intended them to be read.

A great example of this is found in the passages of the four gospels that record Jesus’ baptism

by John at the Jordan River. The typical rendering of gospel order is that Jesus immediately went into

the wilderness upon coming out of the water. While this is essentially what happens, there is a small

caveat not largely associated with Jesus’s baptism. If we only read Matthew, Mark and Luke it can be

construed that Jesus immediately departed into the wilderness. But once we re-include the gospel of

John we receive a missing piece of the equation. We find in John 1:15 – John 2:11, that there are five

sequential days recorded, encapsulating Jesus’ baptism, that must influence our understanding of

when Jesus departs into the wilderness. These include the day (1) before John baptizes Jesus, (2) the

day Jesus is baptized, (3) when Jesus meets Andrew and Peter, (4) when Jesus calls Philip and

Nathanael as his first actual disciples and (5) the wedding in Cana where Jesus turns the water into

wine, called the beginning of Jesus miracles:

“John bare witness of him, and cried, saying, This was he of whom I spake, He that

cometh after me is preferred before me: for he was before me… The next day John seeth

Jesus coming unto him, and saith, Behold the Lamb of God [Jesus is here baptized] … And I

saw, and bare record that this is the Son of God… Again the next day after John stood, and

two of his disciples; And looking upon Jesus as he walked, he saith, Behold the Lamb of God!

And the two disciples heard him speak, and they followed Jesus… the Messias, which is, being

interpreted, the Christ… The day following Jesus would go forth into Galilee, and findeth

Philip, and saith unto him, Follow me… And the third day there was a marriage in Cana of

Galilee; and the mother of Jesus was there: And both Jesus was called and his disciples, to the

marriage… And when they wanted wine…His mother saith unto the servants, Whatsoever he

saith unto you, do it…. When the ruler of the feast had tasted the water that was made wine,

and knew not whence it was… This beginning of miracles did Jesus in Cana of Galilee, and

manifested forth his glory” - John 1:15 – 2:11

To follow the logic that Jesus immediately (as in the very next second) went into the

wilderness for forty days is to prevent Jesus from being in Cana the third day after his baptism as John

the disciple clearly tells us. There are some that choose to see this as a contradiction between the

gospels, but a chronological reading helps us to see how both texts are true without contradiction. In

this example the reader must be willing to see the word “immediately” in the gospel of Mark as

subjective and subordinate to the crisply defined five days in the book of John. Even today with

modern demands on time and accelerated forms of transportation, a three day interim for a forty day

trip would be considered an “immediate” departure; all the more so two millennia ago.

The above example is only one of many that arose from this extended study. Others will

evidence themselves during events around Jesus’s birth, with the Sermon on the mount, the

transfiguration, Jesus’ triumphal entry, Lazarus’ resurrection, the variety of feast days and Jesus’

resurrection, and the overall length of Jesus’s ministry. This chronological rendering is based on the

establishment and adherence to several concrete “Lock Points” that are found in all four gospels. The

first is John the Baptist’s call for repentance found at the beginning of each gospel. The second is the

feeding of the five thousand found in the middle. The third is the crucifixion of Jesus. Lastly there is the

resurrection of Jesus. The consistent orientation of these four points within each of the gospels, tells us

that the gospels are intended to be read chronologically in their separate existing order. There are

many other examples of Lock Points that further establish the chronological order, but they may only

occur in two or three of the gospels.

Many of these correlations are often missed because the Synoptic Gospel Theory is an error.

It tells us to dismiss the gospel of John as too different from its fellows. These differences result from

John being the shortest of the gospel records (rather than Mark); focusing more detail on specific

Hebrew calendar events. The gospel of John lines up with its fellow gospels more often than is

represented; with far broader deviations within each of the other gospels than is declared. Yet

magnificently for all their differences, all four canonical gospels colate together into a contiguous

chronicle about an epic seventy weeks in the life of Jesus Christ. Amazing!
